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Female Education in Private Gardens in the Qing Dynasties from Zengping Butu Shitouji
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Abstract: As a subsidiary space of private courtyard, garden plays an important role in the education and personality
improvement of ancient women. In this paper, the landscape paintings in Zengping Butu Shitouji are taken as the research object,
and the relationship between private gardens and female education in the Qing Dynasty is summarized in combination with
relevant ancient literature. It is found that the female education received in gardens in the Qing Dynasty mainly includes natural

science education, intelligence and physical education, life skills education and cultural aesthetic education.
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
